HISTORIC URBAN LANDSCAPES
- A PARADIGM SHIFT IN INTEGRATED URBAN DEVELOPMENT -
The expression „historic urban landscape” dates back to several decades earlier. The first international seminar focusing on this topic was held in Vienna in 2005 and since the declaration of the Charter of Vienna this term has become a key term in UNESCO’s World Heritage, but is used now in each case historic towns are concerned. The concept is as well widely used by various disciplines including urban geography, anthropology, urban and art history. While the notion ‘historic town centre’ is rather restricted to a set of listed buildings, ‘historic urban landscape’ looks at the phenomenon from a much broader perspective, and thus concerns the continuity and complexity of the given territory, the residents of it; the future of this region and the role of its decision-makers; consequently, the topic requires an interdisciplinary approach. Besides a thorough scientific analysis, a special role must be assigned to co-operation between the local NGOs, the enterprises and various public organisations, but the issue should also be addressed when drawing up an urban development plan or deciding about the possible directions for developing tourism.  

In 2009, the Savaria Summer School on Urban Planning will focus on the analysis of historic urban landscapes of country towns and the issues of integrated development.
